	Create a “Front Page” newspaper report about the book.  Make it look and feel like a real news event.  Consult front-page newspapers for examples and guidance. Who, what, when, where & how need to be answered.
	Create a Board Game based on the book.  Remember to include directions/rules stating clearly 

how to play the game. Include trivia questions about the book as well. You need to use a ruler to make lines straight and for lettering if hand written.
	Use a video camera to create a movie trailer of your book.  Think about the parts of the book you want to put into your preview. Create small skits to film in order to piece together. You may add music and sound effects.

	Decorate a memory box and include 8-10 items that remind you of the book.  Write to describe why each item is special to the story. 
	Use a camera to take about 10 photographs of places that remind you of the book.  Write why each of the photographs are significant to the story.  Display photographs. 
	Create a shoebox diorama of a scene from the book.  Write a description of the scene and an explanation on why you chose it.

	Create/design a book jacket for the book you have read.  Don’t copy make it your own.  Include an illustrated cover must have color, the author’s info with photo, a story summary without giving the end, and an opinion about the book.  
Be creative!
	Be a movie critic!  Have someone videotape you discussing the book.  Point out what you like and don’t like.  Would this be a good book to recommend or not? Submit a 5-10 minute show on an acceptable medium. QuickTime is the best for saving your project.
	Put up a talk show.
Create 10-15 interview questions with one of the main characters.   Provide questions and complete answers with details.
