You must complete all of the following activities. All are created by YOU! A minimum of 2 reference books along with computer/internet information must be used when researching your famous person. You must provide a project display board (trifold upright).
		1. Design a portrait of your person and underneath write a quote they might have used. When you finished with the portrait and slogan you will create an original picture frame for the portrait. NO COMPUTER USAGE IS ALLOWED FOR THE PORTRAIT!!
		2. Design a birth certificate. Use as many facts as you can and approximate the rest. Include: legal name, father’s name, mother’ maiden name, baby’s weight, length, eye color, time and date born, country, city, state, and hospital. Add baby footprints and list physician and nurse that attended.
		3. Make a chronological time line for your person’s life. Include at least 8 significant events. Illustrate and color your time line.  Use the website: readwritethink.org/materials/timeline
		4. Design and write a newspaper article using an appropriate headline. Write a lead story as if you were a reporter for a major newspaper about what your famous person has accomplished. Give as much factual information as you can to your readers. Please include drawings and/or pictures in your newspaper article. 
		5.Write a monologue on your famous person that is 1-2 minutes long. Put your monologue on index cards. They can be used as notes during your “Living Museum” presentation. YOUR SPEECH MUST BE MEMORIZED!! You will present the monologue as if you were that person.

	6. Costume will be due by  May 14th . Start thinking about the clothing styles that person wore/wears and the time period. You will design and wear a costume in order to portray this person.
